Six Degrees of Separation: from Jamestown to the French and Indian War
For each Six Degrees of Separation assignment students will be required to select six events in chronological order that link the first event in the series with the last. Students must emphasize both cause and effect and/or demonstrate continuity or change over time in their linking.  There will be at least one Six Degrees of Separation assignment per unit.
